Candidates must have a good command of English (TOEIC: 650 or more,
TOEFL.: 523 or more (PBT), 193 or more (CBT), 70 or more (iBT), and IELTS:

6.0 or more.

Candidates must hold a GPA (Grade Point Average: in the MEXT’s terms,
Gakugyo Seiseki Keisuu) of 2.3 or more on a 3.0 scale in the previous 2 years.
